W. E. B. DUBOIS – The Souls of Black Folk
· He substituted Washington as the national spokesman for blacks.

· He was educated at Fisk, Harvard and Univ. of Berlin

· Opposing the Washingtonian philosophy, he was part of a group of intellectuals who demanded a new leadership based on a civil rights program. They founded the “Niagara Movement” in 1905 antecedent of the “National Association for the Advancement of Colored People” (NAACP) founded ion 1910 with W.E.B. Dubois as its head.

· Rejecting the Industrial education Dubois advocated for the “Talented tenth,” an elite that was able to guide the masses to full equality.

· His first publication was his doctoral thesis The Suppression of the African Slave Trade in 1896.

· He joined Atlanta Univ. where he wrote The Souls of Black Folk in 1903.

· Tw key ideas:  Idea of doible consciousness -> life within a veil -> metaphor of the veil; - Afro-American definition.

· He wrote poems, a biography of John Brown. In 1910 he launched The Crisis, the official magazine for the NAACP. In 1920 he wrote a collection of essays Darkwater: Voices within the Veil

· He achieved international stature organizing congresses
· Marxist outlook -> forced retirement from Atlanta University in 1944. He was alienated from Afro-American leaders in the 50s.
· In 1963 he renounced his American citizenship and became a citizen of Ghana, where he had moved in 1961.
